The corridor will help
passengers save time and
resources, marking a his-
toric milestone for Delhi
and the surrounding
region, Ms Gupta said in
a statement.

The corridor, extending
from the national capital
Delhi to Meerut, will pro-
vide fast and reliable con-
nectivity to hundreds of
thousands of passengers
daily.

Additionally, the proj-

ect is expected to ease
’traffic congestion and

reduce carbon emissions
by lowering the number
of private vehicles on the
roads, thereby creating a
positive environmental
impact, she said.

Prime Minister launches full
Delhi-Meerut RRTS corridor

Prime Minister Narendra
Modi on Sunday inaugurat-
ed the remaining sections
of the Namo Bharat Re-
gional Rapid Transit Sys-
tem (RRTS), including the
5-km stretch between Sarai
Kale Khan and New Ashok
Nagar in Delhi and the 21-
km stretch between Mee-
rut South and Modipuram
in Uttar Pradesh. The RRTS
has been integrated with
the Meerut Metro, which
was also launched.

Mr. Modi said the entire
82-km corridor of the RRTS
project provided a glimpse
of what connectivity would
look like in a developed In-
dia that used Metro rail for
intra-city travel and the Na-
mo Bharat trains to accel-
erate the “twin cities” vi-
sion. “This integration
allows commuters to travel
within the city or go direct-
ly to Delhi, thus ending the
compulsion for many
workers and students to
live in rented houses in
Delhi. A unique feature of
the project is the integra-
tion of Indian Railways,
Metro, and bus stands at
Sarai Kale Khan, Anand Vi-
har, Ghaziabad, and Mee-
rut,” he said.

Talking about develop-
ment in the regions, Mr.
Modi said, “The govern-

ment’s investment in mod-
ern infrastructure, includ-
ing expressways, freight
corridors, and the Jewar
International Airport is
creating vast employment
opportunities.”

Union Housing and Ur-
ban Affairs Minister Mano-
har Lal, speaking at the in-
auguration,  said  the
proposal for two new rapid
rail corridors starting from
Sarai Kale Khan was ex-
pected to be approved
Soon.

“One  corridor s
planned from Sarai Kale
Khan to Karnal in Haryana,
covering a distance of 125-
130 km, which can be com-
pleted in about an hour
and a half. Another route is
proposed to connect Sarai
Kale Khan with Babarpur
in Haryana and Neemrana
in Rajasthan,” he said.

The Sarai Kale Khan sta-
tion, the originating station

of the corridor, is strategi-
cally located as a major
multi-modal hub, seam-
lessly connecting the Haz-
rat Nizamuddin railway
station, Delhi Metro’s Pink
Line, Veer Haqeeqat Rai
ISBT, and Ring Road.

Delhi Chief Minister
Rekha Gupta, commenting
on the launch, said the Del-
hi-Meerut corridor will
transform the capital’s
pace of development and
stimulate economic activi-
ty in the Delhi-NCR region.
“The corridor will help
passengers save time and
resources, marking a his-
toric milestone for Delhi
and the surrounding re-
gion as the project is ex-
pected to ease traffic con-
gestion and reduce carbon
emissions by reducing the
number of private vehicles
on the roads, thereby
creating a positive environ-
mental impact,” she said.

RRTS corridor comes live — with fastest metro

Country’s first RRTS corridor will cut travel time between Delhi and Meerut to under an hour

New Delhi, 22 February

The ¥30,274 crore Delhi-Meerut Regional
Rapid Transit System (RRTS), connecting
Uttar Pradesh’s Meerut to the heart of the
national capital, became fully operational
on Sunday, with Prime Minister Narendra
Modi inaugurating it along with the
Meerut Metro.

The country’s first RRTS corridor,
designed for atopspeed of 180 kilometres
per hour (kmph), with an operational
speed of 160 kmph and an average speed
of 90 kmph, will cut travel time between
the two cities to under an hour. This may
be one of the fastest metro services in the
country. The corridor, which began oper-
ations in 2023 on a 17 km stretch between
Sahibabad and Duhai in Uttar Pradesh,
now spans 82.15 km and connects to the
newly inaugurated Meerut Metro. The
crucial stretch between Sarai Kale Khan
— central to the larger RRTS plan for

train, at Shatabdi Nagar Namo Bharat Station

Delhi — and New Ashok Nagar was
inaugurated on Sunday, enabling end-to-
end travel for commuters.

The project was conceptualised to
decongestthe national capital by improv-
ing connectivity between Delhi, the
National Capital Region, and Meerut. Two

more corridors connecting Delhi to Alwar
and Karnal were also planned, bur have yet
to see any physical progress.

At the inauguration in Meerut, Modi
said the integration would allow com-
muters to travel within the city or directly
toDelhi, ending the compulsion for many

workers and students to live in rented
accommodation in the national capital.

“Aunique feature of the project is the
integration of Indian Railways, Metro, and
bus terminals at Sarai Kale Khan, Anand
Vihar, Ghaziabad, and Meerut. For the first
timein India, Namo Bharat and Metro rail
serviceswill operate on the same track and
atthesame stations,” he said.

According toofficials, the world's most
successful cities in mobility rely ona com-
bination of transit systems, rather than
justMetrosorbuses. “Thelength of Delhi’s
mass transit system, including the Delhi
Metro Rail Corporation and the Namo
Bharat network, will be 743 km — longer
than London’s Crossrail, the Hong Kong
Mass Transit Railway, and Paris’s Réseau
Express Régional (French for Regional
Express Network),” an official said.

The corridor is expected to increase the
modal share of publictransportintheregion
from 37 percent to 63 per cent, according to
the National Capital Region Transport Cor-

poration (NCRTC), the special purpose
vehicle implementing the RRTS.

The project was funded with 20 per cent
equity from the central government, with
contributions from the Delhi and Uttar
Pradesh governments. It has been com-
pleted with $2 billion in multilateral debt,
including $1 billion from the Asian Devel-
opment Bank, $500 million from the New
Development Bank, and $500 million from
the Asian Infrastructure Investrent Bank.

State-owned lenderssuchasthe Indian
Railway Finance Corporation are exploring
aco-fundingmodel with multilateral banks
for future RRTS corridlors, officials said.

The project also incorporates several
advanced global technologies. NCRTC has
adopted the European Train Control
System Level 2 with Hybrid Level 3 —
among the most advanced signalling and
train control systems — across the corridor.

THE famed Attukal Pongala
festival, which is expected to
witness the arrival of lakhs of
women from various parts of
Kerala, will have a colourful
start on Monday. The highlight
of the 10-day festival, the Pon-
gala ritual, is scheduled to be
held on March 3. The temple
management and various gov-
ernment departments have
made all arrangements to en-
sure smooth darshan for
devotees.

The festival will begin with
the kappuketti kudiyiruthal
ritual at 5.30pm. There will be
three deeparadhana riruals at
6.45pm, 9.15pm, and midnight,
following which the sanctum
will close at 1am.

Actor Mohanlal will inaugu-
rate cultural programmes held

Earlier, a review meeting
chaired by Chief Minister Pi-
narayi Vijayan had decided to
deploy 5,855 police personnel
for security and traffic arrange-
ments during the festival. The
police will use drones, 83 CCTV
cameras and six watch towers
for surveillance. A QR code-
based parking system and 24-
hour control room are among

the arrangements made at the
temple complex.

Chennai: Kilambakkam ra-
ilway station and the 275m-
long skywalk to link the sta-
tion to the Kalaignar Cente-
nary Bus Terminus (KCBT)
are likely to be inaugurated
in March. The Chennai Met-
ropolitan Development Aut-
hority (CMDA) has set strict
deadlines for various works
to complete the skywalk
construction.

With just a day of work
left to correct the deflection
identified on the erected arm
across GST Road, the offici-
als plan to erect the other
arm in the first week of
March. “The structure is ta-
king shape well from the rail-
way station end as well, and it
will be ready tolink when the
second arm over the GST Ro-
ad is installed. It can be done
overnight as the girder is as-
sembled on the ground, and
vehicles can be diverted via
Athanur during the work,”
said CMDA officials.

Though KCBT was inau-
gurated in Dec 2023 and mo-
fussil bus operations were
shifted there from Koyambe-
du, the lack of multi-modal
connectivity made accessing
KCBT difficult for those tra-
velling to southern districts.
Later, the state govt and the

railways decided to have aKi-
lambakkam suburban rail-
way station between Vanda-
lur and Guduvanchery rail-
way station.

While the alighting po-
ints at the KCBT end were
completed long ago, the CU-
BE team from IIT Madras,
identified load deflection on
the arm of the skywalk that
runs over the GST Road from
the bus terminus to the medi-
an. “The deflection arose be-
cause the contractor, instead
of launching the girder as a
singleunit, builtitinsitulike
a concrete structure. Even
though it is structurally
strong, we do not want to lea-
ve any scope for major rectifi-
cation work later. So, the gir-
der members are strengthe-
ned by extending their
length,” added an official.

When the skywalk across
the GST Road is established,
it would create seamless con-
nectivity between Kilambak-
kam railway station and
KCBT. “We just have to lay ti-
les and place the roof,” said a
CMDA official.

Meanwhile, CUMTA isco-
ordinating with the railways
to extend the skywalk to the
island platform in Kilambak-
kam railway station.

“Three tracks have to be
partially closed while exten-
ding the skywalk to the is-
land platform, and power
supply to the high-tension
overhead lines should be su-
spended for safety reasons.
We are now holding talks
with the railways for the
work. It will be carried out in
the next few weeks,” said a
CUMTA official.

THE railway board has accord-
ed sanction to prepare a De-
tailed Project Report (DPR) for
the construction of a Road Over
Bridge (ROB) near Srirangam
railway station.

Tiruchy MP Durai Vaiko said
on Sunday after a meeting with
Balak Ram Negi, Divisional
Railway Manager of the
Tiruchy Railway Division.

Durai Vaiko told reporters
that he called upon Balak Ram
Negi and stressed the need for
constructing the ROB,
citing frequent traffic conges-
tion and safety concerns in the
area.

During the meeting, the DRM
informed him that sanction
had been accorded for prepar-
ing the DPR for the project.
Once constructed, the ROB will
greatly benefit people visiting
Srirangam, besides significant-
ly improving traffic flow.

The MP also highlighted the
urgent need to widen the road
near Level Crossing No. 244/A
in Srirangam. He also submit-
ted a representation to officials
seeking a direct train service
between Tiruchy and Salem.

He pointed out that a train
service (No. 76822/23) is cur-
rently operated between Karur
and Salem, though the rake is
maintained at Tiruchy and
runs empty up to Karur. He re-
quested that the service be ex-
tended up to Tiruchy.

Southern Railway plans more
underpasses for elephants
in Madukkarai forests

Underpasses are being planned on both ‘B’ line and A line connecting Tamil Nadu and Kerala,

say officials; locations of the proposed additional underpasses to be finalised soon

he Palakkad divi-
T sion of the South-

ern Railway is plan-
ning to construct more
than two underpasses for
wild elephants on the rail-
way line passing through
Solakkarai reserve forest of
Madukkarai range.

Officials in the know of
the development said un-
derpasses are  being
planned on both ‘B’ line
and ‘A’ line of the twin sin-
gle line connecting Tamil
Nadu and Kerala. Trains
plying on Palakkad - Coim-
batore direction are gener-
ally routed through ‘B’ line
and ‘A’ line is used for traf-
fic on the opposite
direction.

Two such underpasses
constructed by the Rail-
ways on ‘B’ line in 2023
and 2024 are being used by
wild elephants to cross the
track with safety.

Sources with the Palak-

kad division said locations
of the proposed additional
underpasses will be final-
ised soon for further
procedures.

A total of 28 incidents of
wild elephants getting hit
by moving trains while
crossing railway tracks,
mostly resulting in fatality,
were reported between
Kottekad in Palakkad dis-
trict and Ettimadai in
Coimbatore district from
2002 to 2024. The last

death of an elephant re-
ported on the section was
on the Kerala side, when a
juvenile  tusker  was
knocked down by a train at
Vattappara near Walayar
on February 4.

Fences

Sources said the Palakkad
Division has erected fences
using old rails on both
sides of the vulnerable
stretches between Walayar
and Ettimadai as physical

barriers.

An elephant intrusion
detection system (EIDS) in-
stalled by the division for
35 km between Kottekad
and Edttimadai at a cost of
220 crore is in the testing
state now. The EIDS uses
optical fibre-based sensing
network with artificial in-
telligence-driven analyti-
cal modules to detect the
presence of elephants near
railway tracks to generate
alerts.

Speed restrictions, max-
imum of 65 kmph during
the day and 45 kmph from
6 p.m. to 6 a.m., are applic-
able for trains passing
through the forest areas of
Madukkarai range.

Railway moots more
underpasses for wild
elephants in forest
ranges of Coimbatore

The Palakkad Division of
the Southern Railway is
planning to construct
more than two underpass-
es for wild elephants on
the railway line passing
through Solakkarai reserve
forest of Madukkarai
range.

Officials said underpass-
es are being planned on
both ‘B’ and ‘A’ lines of the
twin single line connecting
Tamil Nadu and Kerala.
Trains plying on Palakkad-
Coimbatore direction are
generally routed through
‘B’ line and the ‘A’ line is
used for traffic on the op-
posite direction. Two such
underpasses constructed
by the Railways on ‘B’ line
in 2023 and 2024 are being
used by wild elephants to
cross the track safely.

Sources in Palakkad Di-
vision said locations of the
proposed underpasses will
be finalised soon for furth-
er procedures. A total of 28
incidents of wild elephants
getting hit while crossing
railway tracks, mostly re-
sulting in fatality, were re-
ported between Kottekad
in Palakkad district and Et-
timadai in Coimbatore dis-
trict from 2002 to 2024.
The last death of an ele-
phant was in Kerala, when
a juvenile tusker was
knocked down by a train at
Vattappara near Walayar
on February 4. Sources
said the Palakkad Division
has erected fences using

old rails on both sides of
the vulnerable stretches
between Walayar and Etti-
madai as physical barriers.

An elephant intrusion
detection system (EIDS) in-
stalled by the Division for
35 km between Kottekad
and Edttimadai at a cost of
¥20 crore is in the testing
stage now.

The EIDS uses optical
fibre-based sensing net-
work with artificial intelli-
gence-driven  analytical
modules to detect the pre-
sence of elephants near
railway tracks to generate
alerts.

Speed restrictions, max-
imum of 65 km/h during
the day and 45 km/h from
6 p.m. to 6 a.m., are applic-
able for trains passing
through the forest areas of
Madukkarai range. A brak-
ing distance of about 250
metres is required for a
train moving at 65 kmph
and around 180 metres
when the speed is 45
kmph, sources said.

Nadu Unmanned
Aerial Vehicles Corpora-
tion (TNUAVC) have added
an extra layer of safety for
elephants, preventing
them from getting hit by
moving trains in the Solak-
karai reserve forest of Ma-
dukkarai range in Coimba-
tore district.

TNUAVC launched trial
run of three tethered
drones in Solakkarai RF
from January 20, filling the
blind spots of the existing
Al-based early warning sys-
tem of the Tamil Nadu For-
est Department imple-
mented two years ago.

The drones, connected
to power source from the
ground with cable for non-
stop operation, fly at a
height of 100 to 150 feet at
two locations along ‘B’ line
and one location on A’ line
— the twin single line con-
necting Tamil Nadu and
Kerala.

The ‘B’ and ‘A’ lines to-
gether have 12 high mast
towers of the Al-based ear-
ly warning system intro-
duced in February 2024.

“The three locations of
the tethered drones will
cover blind spots of the ex-
isting Al-based surveil-
lance system. The drones
are operated from a Forest
Department watch tower
and an abandoned build-

ing of a cement factory on
the ‘B’ line and another
watch tower on ‘A’ line”,
said Vignesh Kumar, Se-
nior Business Develop-
ment Manager at TNUAVC,
who heads the project at
Madukkarai.

According to him, a
tethered drone unit will
have two pilots at a time.
One pilot will operate the
tethered drone equipped
with camera having 30X
zoom and scan for pre-
sence of elephants near

railway track. Upon detect-
ing an elephant or herd
close to the track, the pilot
will alert his counterpart,
who will operate a surveil-
lance drone fitted with
flashlights and speaker to
drive the elephant away
from track. The speaker
will emit sounds, including
buzzing of honeybees that
scare elephants.
“Elephants are chased
towards safe areas when
they are detected within
the Orange Zone, that is

200 to 300 metres away
from the track. Zero to 100
metres is marked as Red
Zone. The alert on ele-
phant presence is also sent
to a modern control room
that has been set up next to
the Al-based system’s com-
mand centre. The control
room in turn generates
alerts to Forest Depart-
ment staff and concerned
officials,” Mr. Kumar said.

All the three tethered
drones are currently oper-
ated with direct power
supply. They are also
equipped with generators
for six-hour power back up
in the event of a power fai-
lure. A total of 18 staff of
the TNUAVC will work in
different shifts for the teth-
ered drones.

“The tethered drone
system is also Al-powered,
and its efficiency will im-
prove through machine
learning in the days to
come. Established at a cost
of ¥8.3 crore, TNUAVC will
handle the operation of
these drones for three
years as per the agreement
with the Forest Depart-
ment,” added Mr. Kumar.

Chennai: For thousands
commuting through Nun-
gambakkam railway station,
thelack of afunctional wash-
room facility within the sta-
tion is painful. Commuters
say it is a daily ordeal, espe-
cially for the elderly, women
and those with health issues.

The station sees a daily
footfall of at least 40,000 com-
muters. The restroom built
on the Choolaimedu side of
the railway station has been
shut for more than a month
andiscurrently beingusedas
a storage space for the ongo-
ing platform renovation
work. A disabled-friendly res-
troom near the entrance also
remains shut.

At present, the only op-
tion for commuters is a pay-
and-use toilet outside the sta-
tion, which requires climb-
ing down a flight of stairs. “It
is often crowded during peak
hours and is unclean. “It is
difficult for elderly passen-
gers to reach the pay-and-use
facility Many end up using
the tracks instead, as the
washroom is now locked,”
said M Vijayalakshmi, a se-
nior citizen.

For those working within
the station, the inconve-
nience is more pronounced.

DEFUNCT

Nandhini T, a shopkeeper,
said using the pay-and-use
toilet outside the station is
challenging when she is
alone at work. “If I am the on-
ly person in the shop, I cannot
stepout immediately. Thaveto
wait for someone to come and
take charge. It takes nearly 20
minutes to walk and return,”
shesaid.

S Alokyaraj, a regular
commuter, questioned why a
disabled-friendly restroom
was constructed if it was not
going to be opened. Pavitra D,
a college student, said even a
basic cost-effective restroom
booth inside the station could
help commuters. She added
that the washroom in the
poorly-lit Choolaimedu side
deters users on account of
safety concerns.

A Railway official said in-
spection will be conducted in
all suburban stations this
week and action will be taken
tofix defunct RO systems and
locked washrooms.

Recurring run over
incidents in Tiruchi
division causing
concern to RPF

Recurring instances of hu-
man run over by trains un-
der Tiruchi Railway Divi-
sion has remained a cause
for concern for the Railway
Protection Force (RPF).
This has prompted the RPF
authorities to identify the
‘most  affected sections’
within the division and in-
itiate steps to curtail them.

Many run over incidents
due to trespass have been
reported along Villupuram
- Tiruchi chord line section
that passes via Vriddhacha-
lam, Ariyalur and Sriran-
gam; Villupuram-Thanja-
vur main line section via
Kumbakonam and Thanja-
vur; and Tiruvannamalai
Vellore and Villupuram -
Puducherry sections.

A majority of the victims
were men in incidents that
were reported from Janu-
ary to December last year.

RPF sources said that
over 250 run over inci-
dents were reported across
the vast jurisdiction of Ti-
ruchi railway division in
2025 notwithstanding pe-
riodic awareness drives on
safety.

Most affection sections

In the wake of such inci-
dents, the RPF has identi-
fied the ‘most affected sec-
tions’ in the division where
five and more instances
were reported in 2025,

These sections include Sri-
rangam - Ponmalai; Sriran-
gam - Valadi; Thanjavur -
Alakkudi; Tiruvannamalai -
Vellore; Sirkazhi - Vaithis-
varan Koil; Nannilam - Ti-
ruvarur; Puvanur - Vridd-
hachalam; Villupuram -
Kandapakkam and Villia-

nur- Puducherry. he Sri-
rangam - Ponmalai BG
stretch  near  Tiruchi
emerged on top with 13 in-
cidents having been re-
ported in 12 months, said
the sources.

Awareness campaigns
The RPF launched a mas-
sive awareness drive for 10
days during December - Ja-
nuary, covering vulnerable
locations where people re-
side adjacent to the railway
track. It highlighted the
dangers of trespass and
other safety-related issues.
The loco pilots of trains
have been sensitised to
blow horn at the identified
spots along the affected
sections to prevent such in-
cidents, said a senior RPF
officer.

Additionally, track pa-
trolling at vulnerable loca-
tions are being carried out
during the high risk pe-
riod. Banners highlighting
the message of the danger
of trespass have been put
up at the locations adjoin-
ing the railway track, the
sources further said.

Mock drills are being
conducted with dummy
corpses at select locations
close to the track as part of
awareness creation.

The RPF has been focus-
ing on four key aspects as
part of awareness creation:
seeking the cooperation of
the public in curbing run
over of human and cattle,
dangers of placing foreign
objects on the track and re-
percussion of stone pelting
on trains.

The public must be ex-
tremely cautious while
crossing the track as it con-
cerns their safety, the offic-
er added.
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Teenager booked
for pelting stone
at moving train

Kochi: Railway Protection Force
